STACK THE WOOD IN A WAY

e Keep the wood off of the
ground and a distance
away from buildings
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COVER THE WOOD TO PROTECT

THE WOOD FROM RAIN OR SNOW

e Ensure that the cover does not
rest directly on the wood

¢ Keep the sides open to allow
for air circulation

STEPS TO CLEAN YOUR WOODSTOVE

not burn yourself during
the cleaning process

Using the ash bucket and shovel
from your fire set, scoop out as
much of the ash as you can

You should be able to see the fire
brick inside the stove when finished
Inspect the inside of the stove to
see if anything requires repair and
if so have this fixed immediately

Disassemble the chimney
and remove any debris inside.
Debris left in the chimney
